
UC-eLinks 

UC-eLinks buttons  can be found within many of the article 

databases which UCLA or CDL (California Digital Library) has licensed.  UC-

eLinks may also be accessed by completing a Citation Linker form for 

locating items from citations. 

UC-eLinks provides several options:  

 Links to full-text articles or to the publisher’s/vendor’s Website(s), if UC-

eLinks finds a match in its database (Example 1) 

 Links for searching the UCLA Library Catalog (Example 2) 

 Links to the UC Libraries Melvyl Catalog for online access or print 

holdings (paper, microform, or other versions) at UCLA and other 

campuses (Example 3) 

 Links for submitting an interlibrary loan or document delivery request 

o "Request It" option – “Request this from another library, or from 

the campus document delivery service” (Example 4) 
 Links to contacting campus librarians 

o “Ask a Librarian” option (Example 5) 

 Links to “Report a problems with UC-eLinks” with a form for you to fill 

out (Example 6)
